ITEM 2		DECLARATION OF INTEREST

2.1	Register of Interests – Councillors were reminded of the need to update their register of interest. 
2.2	No members of the Parish Council disclosed a personal or prejudicial interests in a matter to be discussed at the meeting.

ITEM 3 		TO AGREE THE MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
The minutes held Thursday 26th January 2023 were accepted and signed as a true record.

ITEM 4 		MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
Apologies for starting late, it was due to filling in the election forms, Chairman asked the question to SR representatives. Do we need all this information/paperwork for the election packs? as there is a lot of paper being used, also there was a lot of paper used for the letter that was sent out to all residents regarding the Central Lancashire Plan. SR had no response to this. 
4.1		Chairmans Report
With the local elections due on 4th May 2023, I would like to thank the present Council members for all their hard work during the past term of office. It has not always been an easy ride, but as a strong, resolute Council, I feel we have done as well as we possibly could. So “thank-you.” During the last five years we have welcomed four new councillors, who have each brought a new skill set with them. Our previous Clerk, Mr. Paul Mulrooney, who did an outstanding job, and was an avid fighter and ally to the Parish, stood down, leaving a rather large void to fill. Rachel Greenwood served as our temporary Clerk until we found a permanent replacement in Mrs. Aimee Barton, who has made the position here own. 
Another company, Protium, a green hydroenergy supplier, is planning to provide the brewery with sustainable energy – no doubt an admirable process – but at the cost of a further three acres of green belt disappearing under concrete. Vicky Paley has attended tonight’s meeting to give a presentation to the Parish Council, prior to their consultation at Brockholes. We are also concerned that initial plans visualise access from Vicarage Lane.
Cllr Yates sends his apologies as he cannot attend tonight’s meeting, and this would be his last meeting. A thank -you sent on behalf of the Parish Council for his work over the years. 
The plans for the Japanese gardens at Samlesbury Hall for the Kings Coronation are underway. The Chairman is to have a meeting with Sharon regarding this idea. He will also have a walk around the gardens with Glen and Sharon to plan what needs doing and get things in place ready for the Kings Coronation. Samlesbury Hall will provide refreshments for the day. The planned day for the community project will be held on the 8th May 2023. 
4.2	The deadline for the delivery of nominations for the Parish election is the 4th April 2023. 

4.3		Green Hydrogen plans at the Brewery
The consultation evening is being held tomorrow (Friday 24th) between 5-7pm and Saturday 25th between 10am and 4pm. Vicky Paley (project manager) to report on this, she was a chemical Engineer, who got into hydrogen about 5 years ago. Vicky is the Senior project manager at the Samlesbury site. Her associate Simon has been involved in renewable energy for about 4 years. He is responsible for the harmful substances. They are primarily here to listen and answer any questions for today’s meeting. They like to put the community at the heart of the project. They want to be a part of the community. 
Protium will own the unit whilst Budweiser will still own the land in question, Budweiser will take a long-term lease of the premises. They will then buy the hydrogen from Protium. They will have a long-term contact. 
Is there enough water from the bore holes? Protium will have their own water supply coming from the mains water. As the water from the bore holes is for brewing only. 
Upstream water treatment. Needs high purity.??? 
Once up and running Budweiser will be carbon neutral. Where will they get the renewable source from? The proposed plan is to import wind generated electricity to power the facility. 
How big is the proposed site? The whole site itself is about 9 acres including woodland, ancient woodland and part of it is the buffer zone of 18m either side of the gas pipeline. Will be planting trees over the pipeline. The actual site itself is about 3 1/2   acres. They will not be taking any trees down. They have brought some visuals for us to see, these will be shown at the consultation tomorrow. They will be working closely with the national grid. Protium have been engaged with the nation grid for the last 12 months regarding this. 
Where will the site access be? They are looking into this with a transport consultation. It is a possibility that this could be done through the brewery, they looking into the safest way. It could be down Vicarage Lane. What is the height of the tallest building? The height of the tallest building is 8 metres heigh. Trying to do most of the building within the dip, by digging into the dip. The idea is that the highest building will be level with the road. It will be between the gas pipeline and the dual carriage way. What will the visual impact be from the dual carriage way? You will be able to see it of the dual carriage way. It’s not within the confines of the current brewery footprint, but they do own the land. The land is in Greenbelt. We have already discussed with the brewery that they cannot get access from Vicarage Lane; HGV’s will not have access onto Vicarage Lane. The access will be for the workers of the site. This will always be private cars; it is an option that they are working on to maybe use the brewery for access. 
How many tanks will there be? Not sure of the exact number as yet, they are working on this at the moment. Looking at about 10-12 tonnes.
There will be approx. 5 to 7 days of HGV refuelling. Its not going to replace all of the brewery heat demand, they will be able to switch back onto mains. 
How long will it take to build? About 18months. 
Will we all have to pay £5 to park on the car park to go to the consultation? I think there is an arrangement with them, they usually turn all the camaras off for the night. 
Something has to happen, we are welcome to move forward and be carbon neutral and go green, but our concern is that it is being built on greenbelt and we are committed to saving our greenbelt. We can’t really say no to the Logik and CGV proposals and then yes to this. If it was moved to a brownfield site, we wouldn’t have a problem with this.  This could be done but isn’t very cost effective as it would have to have a very long pipeline and very expensive. It can be transported via road, but the idea is to reduce the carbon footprint. 
Could it effect residents’ water if they are using the mains water supply? Speaking to UU, they are confident that they have enough water to supply both, about 60cube metres a day. 
There will be a blast zone, and walls will be put in place to try and look after the public. 
No additional chemicals will be used apart from the electolizer. Tap water goes into the processes, the electolizer will be added and then stream water is the waste product. 
Big stumbling block is the planning on greenbelt, if you came to us in 18 months’ time when all the other planning issues have gone, we would be happier to potentially back the process, but it leaves us very nervous about building on greenbelt. And for safety reasons, with the high-pressure gas pipeline. 
They want to work effectively with us. 
It’s the thoughts of mass development, and the precedence of building on greenbelt. 
It would be part of the planning that it will turn back to greenbelt if the brewery ever moves. 
E-mail address to go onto the webpage. 
As a PC we will be objecting to the proposal as it is on greenbelt land. We would be happy for them to move it onto a brownfield site. But not on greenbelt. 
Some of the questions that have been raised via e-mail are: 

- How many wind turbines and solar panels would be used?

- How big will they be?
			
- Where would they be situated?
			
- What is the agent required to electrify the water to split the hydrogen and oxygen?
			
- Is the chemical released other than hydrogen and oxygen carcinogenic or harmful to the environment?
   			
- How high is the pressure of the tank that the hydrogen is stored? 
			
- How big is the blast zone around the tank?
Feel the Parish Council would back the green energy but not being built on greenbelt. 

4.4	What response did we get from Bukhara? The Chairman has reached out to them and wants to meet with them. 
4.5	List of jobs for a lengths man:
· Remove adverts & advertising banners. (Always a number of these down by the motorway).
· Clear footways after farmers have cut their hedges!
· Scrub/paint milestones and boundary stones.
· Report blocked gullies & fly-tipping.
· Check footpath stiles and footbridges are being adequately maintained.
· Pick up litter. 
4.6	What’s happened regarding the stables with the lights facing towards the road? The enforcement officer will look into this. Chairman to chase this up. 
4.7	What’s happening regarding the website? It could cost a possible £200 to modernise the current webpage. Written to the clerk at Whittle-le-woods to find out who does their website. Stephen to carry on with this. The Parish history needs putting on.
4.8	Has there been any response about the traffic island on Sir Fredrick Page Way? It was said at the last meeting that the traffic island is in the right place it is the lines that are wrong position. Can this go to highways please, Peter to look into this. It’s the line coming from the North that is in the wrong place. 
4.9	Someone is to take on the Nabs Head Pub in the near future. 
4.10	Why do they keep bringing up discharge of conditions on the planning applications? There not as bad as we thought. Conditions were put on for things to be done by a certain date. Need to keep on eye on this.
4.11	The work on the wall on Spring Lane should hopefully be completed within the year. 



ITEM 5		L.C.C
On the enterprise zone, some of the building work will be taking place. Barrie has driven around the area, clocked all the potholes and has been informed of one on the way down to school. The road has started collapsing on Roach Road leading onto Firwood Lane, residents cars are now starting to catch on the road, mention to Peter to escalate this. Asked about LCC regarding sand and gravel, they have not received all the surveys yet, still waiting on this one. Barrie has asked to have a clean up at the windmill site, Peter working on this one. Will bring it forward at the next meeting. We were told that the council can employ someone to clean it up and send the bill through to whoever owns the property. But the council need to think that the site is a mess. Need to meet up with environmental officer there. Peter to create a date and chairman will attend. Would it be nicer of us to ask James Hall to tidy it up? And what are their thoughts for the future in regard to the site? There are rumours that there is a plan b being formulated.

ITEMS 8 	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE COUNCIL
8.1	One or two people within the parish are having problems with a stray dog. What would the fine be if the dog warden would be contacted? £145 fine for the dog owner. Ring gateway to get the dog warden, they will then pass the message on. 
8.2	The prefab building at Huntley’s where are we up to with this? There was prefab building up in the orchard, SR told them to move it. But there is another new prefab building gone up in a similar place. Enforcement officer to look into this. 
8.3	Down Sir Fredrick Page Way new temporary signs been placed regarding no parking, clearway. Signs have always been up regarding this being a clearway, but there are no white lines on the road. There doesn’t have to be if signs have been installed.
8.4	Objection banners still around the former Windmill site but the issue has been resolved.  Can these be removed. 
8.5	Peter to have a word regarding parking at Green End. 
8.6	The bus stop between Bukhara and Nabs Lane is on a grass verge, can a couple of flags be put down?
8.7	Bridle way sign on Park Lane opposite the Shell Garage on Preston New Road has it been demolished? The road sign isn’t in a good condition either.
8.8	Parking on Spring Lane, they have ruined the grass verges. Can we ask the police to action this. The Police say it isn’t priority.
8.9	Traffic lights on Sir Fredrick Page Way going through at Whalley Road End are always on red and it’s a through road. The priority would be between the two BAE sites this was mentioned at the time. 
8.10	What’s the traffic lights doing at Five Bar Gate? The signalling seems all over the place. It’s a sequencing issue.
8.11	Samlesbury Bottoms, what happened across the field regarding the footpath? Chairman to look into this. The footpath hasn’t been moved, it’s been closed. 
8.12	The bus shelter can we give them another nudge. 
8.13	The lights on the M6 junction. Should they not be lit at junctions? Apparently turned off for the wildlife. But apparently functions being held at Brockholes doesn’t affect the wildlife.
8.14	the road markings around the motorway roundabout these need sorting.
8.15	Light pollution from the brewery can we look into this.
